Recently, temporary permission was granted by Tony Wachinski, President of the Association, to place temporary signs in front of several properties.  These signs are just that, temporary.

Should anyone determine that an additional warning sign advising drivers to slow down is warranted, because of children at play, a formal request to the Board must be made.
The Village of Mill Neck Building Ordinance, Section 530 explicitly bans any homeowner from placing any sign on their property other than those listed in the Ordinance.  These signs do not qualify for placement under the Ordinance.  A copy of the Ordinance is attached.
No signs other than those authorized and installed by the Board are permitted in Mill Neck Estates.  The same holds true for all of the Village of Mill Neck and the Village Board.  The Mill Neck Estates Board is open to receiving requests should anyone decide to make such a formal request.  Regrettably we must request that all these temporary signs be removed.

We also urge parents to avoid giving children a false sense of security about playing on the roads of Mill Neck Estates.  This is a busy neighborhood of 90 homes and all that goes with it.  Namely these 90 homes generate a considerable amount of traffic, morning noon and night.

As a prosperous community, each house may have multiple services attending to landscaping, home maintenance of all sorts, care taking etc.  The speed limit of 20 MPH, when honored, is still a deadly force for anyone in the way of a vehicle moving up or down any street, but particularly the Concourse.  We urge all parents to discourage their children from treating the streets as a playground.  The streets are most definitely not suitable for such behavior.
